URBAN INTERNSHIPS: Students integrate theory with practical “hands-on”
urban ministry. Seminaries, christian colleges, Bible schools and missionary
organizations accept this one to eight week urban training at NYSUM for their
internships. Classroom training from NYSUM staff and city pastors include
evangelism, cross-cultural communication and much more. Internships are
tailored to meet the requirements of the respective school.

SPRING BREAK & SUMMER OUTREACHES: NYSUM prepares teams as
daily, they are launched into the urban mission field working with New York
City pastors and churches for citywide revival.

OPERATION DRUMSTICK: Two weekends before Thanksgiving, NYSUM
feeds 3,000 hurting people a good old-fashioned Thanksgiving dinner with all
the trimmings. They also experience late-night homeless outreach on the streets
of New York City.

OPERATION CITY COMPASSION: A united outreach to forgotten
homeless street people during the coldest season of the year (December through
March). Teams are trained and sent forth with blankets, bibles, tracts, toiletries,
and food to demonstrate Christ’s compassion to hurting humanity.

OPERATION CHRISTMAS COMPASSION: Five days of ministry, during
the Christmas season; teams giving gifts to families at city shelters and hospitals;

Since NYSUM’S inception in 1984,
we offer short-term housing to individuals who want to help a city pastor re-
claim their local community. Mature Christians may apply. This other facility,
owned and operated by NYSUM, is located two blocks from our headquarters.
